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SD Negeri 2 Serangan is located in an area with a high risk of earthquake disasters, where the majority of students still demonstrate limited knowledge of first aid and preparedness in dealing with emergency situations. This study aims to determine the relationship between the level of first aid knowledge and students’ preparedness in facing earthquake disasters at SD Negeri 2 Serangan. The study employed a descriptive correlational design with a cross-sectional approach. The research sample consisted of 142 students selected using a random sampling technique. Data collection was carried out using questionnaires on first aid knowledge and earthquake preparedness that had been tested for validity and reliability. Data analysis was conducted using the Spearman Rank correlation test. The results showed a significant relationship between first aid knowledge and students’ preparedness in facing earthquake disasters (p = 0.007; p < 0.05), with a correlation coefficient value of r = 0.227, indicating a positive relationship with weak strength. These findings indicate that students with a higher level of first aid knowledge tend to have better preparedness in dealing with disaster situations. Therefore, strengthening first aid education and training in the school environment needs to be implemented continuously to enhance students’ preparedness. Schools are encouraged to improve the implementation of first aid education and disaster preparedness training to increase students’ readiness in facing earthquake disasters.
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
